Professor Narayanan is the Robert Morrison Hoffer Professor of Business 
Administration and Professor of Finance at Michigan Ross. Narayanan received 
his PhD in finance from Northwestern University. His bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees are in electrical engineering, and for several years he was employed 
as a senior design engineer.

Some of his research (with Nejat Seyhun) on executive option 
backdating was instrumental in the investigation of this practice by the SEC, 
the Justice Department, and the IRS. He is also the author of the book 
“Finance for Strategic Decision Making.”

He is also a core faculty member in several executive education programs, 
including the Executive Program and the Global Program for Management 
Development. In addition, he has taught in programs for leading multinational 
companies such as Citibank, Daewoo, General Electric, Larsen & Toubro, 
Mahindra & Mahindra, Precision Castparts, Shui On Land, Tata Group, and 
Texaco.
